Perimeter Protection 2012: Successful in every respect
· Double growth: more visitors and exhibitors

· Excellent mood: satisfied manufacturers and associations
· Successful premiere: conference presentations well attended

Many of the 2,154 trade visitors (+ 33 %) and 83 exhibitors (+ 54 %) are agreed: Perimeter Protection 2012 could not have been more successful. The sector met at the International Trade Fair for Perimeter Protection, Fencing and Building Security in Nürnberg from 17–19 January 2012 to discuss the latest solutions for outdoor site protection. Besides the well-attended exhibition, there was 
another highlight on the programme in the exhibition centre: 
The Perimeter Protection Conference, organized by the 
Verband für Sicherheitstechnik (Security Equipment Association), celebrated its successful premiere with 116 participants.
“The topical contents at the conference not only ensured a full house, but also a lively exchange of views between the speakers and participants,” sums up Peter Reithmeier, General Manager of the 
Verband für Sicherheitstechnik and responsible for arranging the conference programme. “There was lots of discussion on the very first day, after the presentation of the new European standard for alarm receiving centres. This amendment, which takes effect immediately, necessitates an enormous amount of improvements to all the equipment already installed and will lead to serious changes in private industry and the public sector – no wonder there was a big need for expert discussion.”

Equally interesting: mechanical and electronic systems
Both mechanical and electronic security systems for outdoor site surveillance attracted the visitors’ interest: 62 per cent of the visitors sourced information on fences and fencing systems, and 58 per cent were interested in gates, gate systems and mechanical security equipment. 47 per cent focused on access control and surveillance equipment and maximum security systems.
 Altogether 83 firms, including 16 international, presented their products and solutions at Perimeter Protection. 

74 per cent of the visitors used the exhibition primarily to find out about new products. 57 per cent of the security managers, consultants, planners and architects at the event obtained information about the suppliers. Other reasons for visiting were cultivating contacts with existing suppliers 
(52 per cent) and looking for new ones (32 per cent). Seven out of ten of those interviewed confirmed their firm intention to buy within the next year.

German association looking optimistically to the future

Gerd Gießner, Chairman of the Fachverband Metallzauntechnik e.V. 
(Metal Fencing Industry Association), says the reason for the exhibition’s successful development is its concept: “This is the only event where prospective customers get a complete overview of products and systems for the security of industrial, public and private properties. Together with the organizers, we are well on the way to establishing Perimeter Protection in the long term.” Friedrich Klopotek, General Manager of the association, adds: “We expect rising sales figures and new orders for our sector in the first half-year in Germany. This positive boost to the market has been confirmed by the exhibition.”

Organizer duo sums up favourably

“98 per cent of the visitors were satisfied with the event. The exhibitors at Perimeter Protection were also in an excellent mood. “With such feedback, we obviously sum up the event positively,” says Thorsten Böhm, 
Exhibition Manager at NürnbergMesse, summarizing the mood after the exhibition. Claus Hähnel, Managing Director of H & K Messe, is delighted with the new cooperation with the European Perimeter Protection Association (EPPA): “Having an honorary sponsor at European level enabled us to take an important step towards Europeanization of the exhibition. We were particularly pleased that visitors also came to Nürnberg from other countries in Europe and even from Canada, Israel and Russia.”
